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Cyber Hub is a computer centre with a campus television station and e-sports equipment. Students can relax after school and different
sports programs can also be developed.

InnoLab is a laboratory for innovative science and technology. Underwater robots, land robots and unmanned drones engage students’
interest. They gain knowledge of artificial intelligence through programming and nurture their innovative spirit.

With the Cave Automatic Virtual Environment of STEAM Cave, students immerse themselves in simulated environments and enrich

knowledge of various subjects. As a part of STEAM Cave, Idea Lounge is a cosy place where students enjoy a time for chitchat and unleash
their creativity.
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A cademic Affairs

In order to enhance students’ motivation and interest in learning, our school often or-
ganizes academic activities, including assemblies, academic competitions, society activities,
academic groups, etc. In pursuit of broadening students’ horizons and giving students opportu-
nities to compete with their outstanding counterparts, our school also encourages students to
participate in overseas academic programmes and international competitions.
